Sinwar’s death fails
to moderate standoff

JERUSALEM — Hamas con-
firmed Friday that its leader,
Yahya Sinwar, was killed by Is-
raeli forces in Gaza and reiterated
its stance that hos-
tages the militant
group took from
Israel a year ago
will not be re-
leased until there
is a cease-fire in
Gaza and a with-
drawal of Israeli
troops.

The group’s
staunch position pushed back
against a statement by Israeli
Prime Minister Benjamin Netan-
yahu a day earlier that his coun-
try’s military will keep fighting un-
til the hostages are released and
will remain in Gaza to prevent a se-
verely weakened Hamas from re-
arming.

Passengers
and cargo
Increasing

at airport

Pittsburgh International Air-
port ended the summer with an-
other robust month of traffic.

The Findlay airport had its busi-
est September since 2004, with
831,300 passengers boarding or get-
ting off planes. That’s up 8.5% over
September 2023. It’s also 105.4% of
the same month in pre-pandemic
2019.

Christina Cassotis, CEO of the
Allegheny County Airport Author-
ity, which operates Pittsburgh In-
ternational, told board members
Friday that year-to-date traffic
through September hit 7.5 million
passengers, or 200,000 more than
the same period in 2019.

“We would really like to hit 10
million [passengers] this year so I
would encourage everybody to fly
so we can do that,” she said.
